OVERVIEW & PROGRAM GOALS

[bookmark: OLE_LINK4][bookmark: OLE_LINK1]The Office of the Vice President for Research and Innovation values the advancement and growth of career research faculty. The Career Research Faculty Professional Development (PD) program helps ensure that career research faculty can access professional development aligned with an individual’s research position and promotion trajectory to support the continued growth of the research infrastructure in their area of research.

TIMELINE

Application Deadline: Rolling
Award Notification: Within 2 weeks of application submission
Award Period: Within 12 months of application submission
Report Deadline: Within 30 days of end of professional development activity


ELIGIBILITY

[bookmark: OLE_LINK3]Eligibility: 
· Career research faculty with the classification of research assistants, research associate, research professor, research scientist, research engineer, principal research scientist, librarian, or professor of practice (with primary duties in research) are welcome to apply, given they have at least 0.75+ FTE appointments during the academic year of the award. Pro-tem research faculty may also apply for this program after serving one year in their positions if they have an ongoing contract.
· To provide flexibility in an unpredictable research funding environment, the OVPRI will consider well-justified exceptions to the above eligibility requirements on a case-by-case basis. To request an exception, the career research faculty’s unit head director must submit requests in writing by email to rds@uoregon.edu.

Ineligible Applicants: 
· Faculty who received a PD grant within the prior year’s award cycle 
· Post-doctoral scholars
· Visiting professors 
· Graduate Students
· Career instructional or clinical faculty with no research responsibilities in their position description
· Scholars on courtesy appointments
BUDGET AND USE OF FUNDS

Amount: Requests can be made for up to $4,000 and should be limited to the amount needed to participate in the professional development activity. If the activity is internal and ongoing (e.g., participation in NIH Academy, IRB Member), then FTE can be requested for estimated hours of activity (e.g., 0.05 FTE x 2 months). Funds must be spent within 12 calendar months of receipt of the award.

Cost share with your research entity (e.g., unit/dept./lab) is strongly encouraged, especially if the professional development opportunity exceeds $4,000. 

Allowable Costs:
· Conference, workshop, training, and seminar registration fees related to program of research and the broad criteria of area for professional development;
· Travel costs for professional development activity aligned with UO travel procedures (e.g., hotel, per diem, mileage/airfare);
· [bookmark: OLE_LINK21]FTE for time commitments not allocated to grant/contract funding; 
· Software, books, training manuals, and guest speakers related to the professional development activity; and, 
· [bookmark: OLE_LINK18][bookmark: OLE_LINK19]Membership fees for organizations and associations that are communities of professional development, scholarship, and community engagement are aligned with your field of research.


APPLICATION COMPONENTS

Application: Applications must be submitted using the online submission form. 

1. Application Form (online):

a. Basic Information: Please complete the form’s text boxes. (Note: the form cannot be saved partway through.)

2. Proposal Documents: (single-spaced text, Times New Roman font in 11-point or larger, and 1” margins). 

a. Professional Development Narrative (1-page limit): Provide a summary outlining the professional development opportunity you seek funding to support that includes a description of: 
· The professional development opportunity;
· How it aligns with your position description and position responsibilities; 
· How it aligns with your promotion criteria for the next rank or continuing review if at highest rank for your title; and,
· Timeline for proposed activities. 

b. Biographical Sketch or CV (2-page limit)

c. [bookmark: OLE_LINK24][bookmark: OLE_LINK23]Budget and Detailed Budget Justification (1-page limit)

d. Other Support/Matching Funds Document (1-page limit): Description and documented approval of other support or matching funds for this PD opportunity (e.g., permission to use work hours to participate in PD).

Submission Instructions: 
1) Complete all components of the application documents listed above. 
2) Combine all documents into a single PDF in the order listed above. 
3) Save with the naming convention [Faculty Last Name]_PD Application. 
4) Fill out the basic information in the online application form. 
5) Upload the PDF. 
6) Submit the form. The unit head will receive an automatic email requesting approval of the proposal submission. 


REVIEW PROCESS & CRITERIA

RDS will conduct an initial review to ensure that proposals follow all guidelines. An Associate Vice President of Research will review the application to see if the proposed professional development activity:

1. Aligns well with the applicant’s position description and promotion trajectory.
2. Has potential for significant impact on the applicant’s and their unit’s research. 
3. [bookmark: OLE_LINK25]Is feasible within the given timeline.
4. Has costs fully covered by the requested award amount and, when appropriate, cost share is provided by the applicant’s unit. 
5. Has a total project budget that is reasonable in the context of the applicant’s research and research unit. 

Applicants should be informed about award selection within two weeks of the initial proposal submission. Upon request, feedback will be provided to interested applicants whose proposals were not funded.

REPORTING

A final report is required and due to the OVPRI no later than one month (30 days) after the conclusion of funding. RDS will supply each awardee with a link to the final report form in the last quarter of their project.
